A buzz of excitement filled the air as a large 

gathering of CHW beneficiaries filed into the 

Marine Hall in Chilumba on January 3, 2020. 

They gathered for a time of sharing and crea-

tive insight. As many of the tertiary girls were 

home for the holidays, the Project Committee 

thought it a good idea to bring them together 

with girls currently in secondary programs in 

order to motivate them to work hard, inspire 

them to high goals and answer their ques-

tions about various career choices. 

The morning program consisted of formal 

presentations by the tertiary girls on their 

chosen careers.  To see the photos of this happening was quite an emotional moment for the Board! Girls who had attended 

elementary and secondary schools without computers, were seen giving PowerPoint presentations! Girls once vulnerable, 

needy and shy stood at the front to the hall with confidence, self-esteem and encouraged their younger “sisters” to aim high 

and work hard. Current tertiary students and recent graduates are now young women leading change within their communi-

ties, being role models for other girls and demonstrating that one should 

never underestimate the potential and possibilities of these girls. After a 

lunch of rice and beef the day continued. 

In the afternoon, girls were divided into groups in a workshop format with 

the opportunity to learn first hand information about the challenges and 

benefits of various career choices and to have their questions answered. 

Many CHW girls have only seen women in the role of a nurse when perhaps 

they had to visit a clinic when ill. Many are unaware of the limitless options 

available to them. Hope! Possibility! Excitement! We are thankful to the 

Chilumba Project Committee who organized this event and to all who par-

ticipated. The meeting was concluded with words of encouragement from 

Coordinator Wezzie Bandamoyo and a word of appreciation to Change Her 

World supporters in Canada from Margret Munthali, a recent graduate.

   It is with great pleasure we can announce that both hostels, the one at Thinduti, 

part of the Chilumba Project (housing 56 girls) and the other one at Thimalala in 

the Mzuzu/Ekwendeni Project (housing 76 girls) are now completed. We are    

immensely grateful to all groups and individuals who supported this effort to    

provide opportunity for girls to complete their secondary education in a safe and  

supportive environment, close to their schools. 

The Board also wishes to express its gratitude to the Hope for Haiti Group in 

St. Marys who has graciously supplied us with funds to purchase 28 beds metal 

bunk beds which will be made locally, 56 mattresses, sheets, pillows and blankets 

for the hostel in the  Thinduti school community. 

The Project Committee is overjoyed.
